final volume of Batmanga and Ive enjoyed them all immensely. In 1966 Manga artist Jiro Kuwata was given the
assignment of writing and drawing Batman stories for a strictly Japanese audience. He used Batman and Detective
Comics stories as source material and this volume actually lists out precisely which stories Kuwata used. Personally, |
love the East meets West merging of Batman and manga and volume 2 received a perfect 5 stars on four reviews.
Volume 1 currently has 13 reviews and there were some people less enamored with the culture clash. Perhaps these
fans were raised on the Christopher Nolan/Scott Snyder Batman and never experienced the Dark Knights lighter side.
Either way the fusion seems to be not for everyone but by and large the volumes have received mostly positive
reviews. The stories are pretty shallow and vapid but fun nonetheless. In the first story, Batman and Robin face off
against Planet King, avillain who uses the aspects of planetsin our solar system to commit crimes. This story was
taken from Detective Comics #296, Menace of the Planet Master and based on the story descriptions sounds pretty
much the same. Issue 296 was published in 1961 but by 1966 Batman had already started to become more serious.
Thereis never any indication as to how Planet King is able to invent such fantastic inventions. In fact given his ability
to create potentially Earth shattering inventions there is no reason to even commit crimes, particularly the fairly petty
ones he engages in. The story makes no sense but it was never intended to. The ending is nonsense but its simply
meant to entertain and it does. These stories are not likely to stay with the readers but for simple reading material and a
fascinating cross cultural fusion | enjoyed it. There is almost nothing in the way of extras but you get over 300 pages
of story material. | can only assume the images were reduced in size considerably because the book is only around
