Ancther trip to the incomparable land of DeitchBy Andrew C
WheelerDeitch's books are all pieces of a single large mythology, centered on his trickster character Waldo the Cat,
and usualy involving old and half-forgotten forms of American entertainment (vaudeville, old Hollywood, stage
magicians), which a modern character -- often named "Kim Deitch,” and with alot of the identifiable characteristics of
the author -- slowly unravels, without quite piercing the central mysteries, though the reader does see al of those
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details. SEARCH FOR SMILIN' ED dlots into that schema perfectly, as"Kim Deitch” tries to track down the host of
an obscure '50s TV kids' show, but runs into Waldo along the way -- so that the story can bend off to follow Waldo
from there on, and to learn the real secrets. (Which, typically, are kept from the Kim Deitch character in hisown
books.)
